Why Weatherization?

High Energy Burden on Lowncome

I Typically spendlL6% of annual income on
energy, compared with% for other households

i The average family spend$1,267/yr.on
energy

I Often have to choose between energy,
medicine, shelter, or food

$358 per family =
Average first-year energy savings
