Herebs How We Made |t Wo r k

1. Oregon HEAT entered into an Agreement with ORRCO (QOil Re-
Refining Company) to route all donated petroleum products
through them for re-refining and resale.

2. Oregon HEAT is identified as the recipient for all donations from
participating homes, businesses, and utilities.

3. Oregon HEAT receives gquarterly payments per industry recognized
rate for degree of contamination by fuel type just as if ORRCO
purchased direct from donor.

4. Donors may be entitled to a tax deductible charitable contribution
because their donation is for the benefit of Oregon HEAT

5. Oregon HEAT sends a Thank You Letter to donor Acknowledging the
volume and petroleum type donated.

6. Oregon HEAT fulfills promise to return energy assistance to
Communities from which the donations were made.
